• Bright Star, a children’s home in Worthing that provides care and support for 

children with complex needs, has been rated Outstanding by Ofsted, with 
Inspectors praising the dedication of staff who help the children and young 

people they care for to make ‘exceptional progress.’ Bright Star’s success 
follows Outstanding ratings for three other County Council-run children’s homes 

last year, meaning four out of five recently inspected Council homes all carry 
the highest rating. The fifth home, Breakwater, which re-opened recently, has 
been rated as Good, the highest rating attainable from Ofsted for a newly-

opened home.
